At  a  t ime l ike  th is ,  i t  i s  hopefu l  to  observe the growing
umbrel la  of  femin ism that  has  sprawled wide enough to  inc lude the
ra inbow community  and ensure just ice  to  genders  who fear  f ree
express ion of  the ir  choices .
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Gender  equal i ty  i s  not  only  a  fundamenta l  human r ight  but  a
necessary  foundat ion for  a  peacefu l ,  prosperous and susta inable
wor ld .  I t  i s  important  to  observe that  sex  is  b io log ica l
mani festat ion of  an indiv idual ,  whi le  gender  is  a  soc ia l  tag  that  is
based on certa in  pre-def ined norms.  The Const i tut ion of  Ind ia
enshr ines pr inc ip les  of  equal i ty  before law and that  a l l  should be
g iven equal  opportuni t ies ,  but  f ight ing the odds of  d iscr iminat ion
and pre judices  is  s t i l l  a  long way .  Moreover ,  Goal  5  of  the
Susta inable  Development  Goals  2015 env isages gender  equal i ty  by
the year  2030 and to  achieve the same,  the pers is tent  obstac les
must  be fought  wi th  unwaver ing sp ir i t .  To achieve an overa l l
deve lopment ,  the marg ina l ized genders  must  engage soc ia l l y ,
economica l ly  and pol i t ica l l y  on a  larger  leve l  and that  is  the most
ef fect ive  manner  through which they  can carve an equal  space for
themselves  on the stage.  In  th is  backdrop,  the Maharashtra
Nat ional  Law Univers i ty ,  Nagpur ,  i s  organiz ing a  Two Days  Nat ional
Seminar  on ‘Gender Justice-  Breaking Stereotypes,
Discriminations and Prejudices ’ .
