CONCEPT NOTE

Trade secrets are a key ingredient of IP Portfolios that help businesses to protect their secret
formulas, know-how and other major information that gives them a competitive edge over the
others. In order to qualify as a trade secret, the information must be commercially valuable as
it is a secret, it should be only known to a limited group of people, and be subject to reasonable
steps taken by the rightful holder of the information to keep it secret, including the use of
confidentiality agreements for business partners and employees. If such secret information is
used or disclosed in a manner that is contrary to the honest commercial practices and it would

be regarded as an unfair practice and also a violation of the trade secret protection.

Trade secrets are extremely valuable to the company’s growth and that is the main reason as to
why the businesses must ensure that they protect their business processes, technical know-how
and confidential information from the competitors. The trade secret protection and its
importance has been upheld by the Indian courts on the basis of principles of equity and there
is no specific legislation for the same. Hence, India being a developing nation must have a
robust law for protecting the trade secret. Trade Secrets in itself is a special IP that needs
protection. The expert lecture would examine the present practices of Trade Secrets. The focus

of the expert lecture is to examine the issues and challenges faced by Trade Secrets right

holders.

THE OBJECTIVES OF THE EXPERT LECTURE

To promote awareness on intellectual property rights and its importance, it becomes of
paramount importance to help people understand the interface of IPR with other domains. For
the same, the DPIIT-IPR Chair aims to organize a series of lectures which would focus on the
IPR and its relation with other domains like Space law, Entertainment and Music Industry,
Sports law, Trade Secrets, Traditional Knowledge, Geographical Indications, Energy and
Telecom Industry, Pharmaceuticals, etc. One of the main objectives is to make public aware
about the economic, social and cultural aspects of the IPR.
